AWARD OF BOT CONCESSION RIGHT TO LUFENG (SOUTHEAST) 

MUNICIPAL SOLID WASTE TO ENERGY PROJECT 
 

This announcement is made by Canvest Environmental Protection Group Company Limited 

(the “Company”) on a voluntary basis. 

 

The board of directors of the Company (the “Board”) is pleased to announce that, on 28 

September 2016, Dongguan Kewei Environmental Power Company Limited (“Kewei”), a 

wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company, was awarded the tender in relation to the Lufeng 

City (Southeast) municipal solid waste to energy project (the “Project”). A contract was 

entered into with the Bureau of Housing and Urban-Rural Planning and Development of 

Lufeng City (陸豐市住房和城鄉規劃建設局) (the “Contract”) in this regard. 

 

Pursuant to the Contract, the Project will be conducted through build-operate-transfer (“BOT”) 

concession right. The concession period to operate the Project shall be 30 years (including the 

construction period). 

 

The Project shall be constructed in two phases. The total Processing Capacity of phase one 

shall be 1,200 tonnes, which includes 800 tonnes for stage one of phase one and 400 tonnes 

for stage two of phase one. It also reserved a Processing Capacity of 400 tonnes for Phase two. 

Upon completion of phase one and phase two, the total Processing Capacity will reach 1,600 

tonnes.
